Three vears ago | listened o a

leeture on cognition that

changed the way | think about

intelligence.. This is the crux.

There ‘are two types of

cagnition. The first is normal

cognition. This'is the ability to

retrieve knowledge from

memory. When you are asked a question inatest to
produce an answer, that's a display of cognitive
ability. The second type of tctognition is
metacognition; the ability to know whether and
why? ornotyou know or do not know.

Have you ever been asked a guestion that you knew
the answer fo, but you couldn't find the right word?
This i3 called the “tip of the tongue” phenomenen
and 'm sure we've all experienced it. You know that
you know the answer. but you fail to produce it. If
someone said an answer, you would know instantly
if it was correctornot. Inthese cases metacagnition
exists without cognition.

In ‘'short, cognition is knowing, metacognition is
knowing if you knew or net. Both can exist together,
but many times they dent. Unless you're taking a
test or playing Jeopardy, metacognition is more
important to success than cognition. In real lite:
when you're faced with a question the first decision
is whether you know the answer-or nat. With strong
metacognitive ability this is easy. If you know the
-answer, butcan't come up withit, you can always do
a bit of research. If you know for sure that you don't
know, then you can start educating yourself.
Because you're aware:of your ignorance, you don't
act with foolish confidence. The person wha thinks
they know something that they really don't makes
the worstdecisions.

A person with poor cognitive ability, but great
metacognitive ability is actually in great shape. They
might do peerly in schoal, but when faced with a
challenge they understand their abilities and take the
best course ofaction. These people might fot seem
intelligent at first glance, but because they know
what they know, they make better decisions and
learn the most important things: The mostimportant
mental power is the ability to know what you don't
know. The recognition of a.fault is the-first step o
improvement. Don't try to hide a lack of knowledge.
People will see through it -and you'll appear faclish
and arrogant. If you admit your ignorance, geople
will help you learn and respect your humility. For
intelligent people this is the toughest lesson to fearn.
We are used to being right, and consider being
wrong shameful. We're afraid to lose status by
lpoking stupid. This vain arrogance is a great
weakness and the source of many problems. To
crush it and embrace humility is the mark of true
wisdaom. :
